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LOCAL RULES

Distance – Measuring Devices

For all play at this course, a player may obtain distance information by using a device that measures distance only. However, if, during a stipulated round, a player uses a distance measuring device that is designed to gauge or measure other conditions that might affect his/her play ( e.g. , gradient wind-speed , temperature, etc), the player is in breach of Rule 14-3, for which the penalty is disqualification, regardless of whether any such additional functions are actually used.

17th Fairway
Preferred lies

A ball coming to rest on the closely cut surface on the 17th hole may be lifted , cleaned and placed within one club length no-nearer the hole. Without penalty Rule 25
G.U.R

Garden beds adjacent to the clubhouse and the first tee. Players must take relief without penalty in accord with Rule 25-1.

Those areas the margins of which are defined by white stakes, white lines , GUR signs and / or ropes . Players may take relief without penalty in accord with Rule 25-1.
Hole 7

As additional relief for a ball which is lost or lies in the lateral water hazard at the rear of the 7th green, under penalty of one stroke the player may drop a ball within one club length of the nearest dropping stake to which their ball lay or nearest to the point at which the ball entered the hazard .

Plugged Ball

A ball plugged through the green may be cleaned and dropped at the nearest point of relief no-nearer the hole under rule – 25-2
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
